The Principal Secretary (MA) has directed to conduct survey and registration of street vendors in

all ULBs by utilizing the CRPs-LH fon}r survey, issuing identity card & Vending Certificate. The following are
the guidelines for survey through CBPS/DRPS—LH and payment of honorarium:

1. One day orientation to CRPs by DRPs covering 30-40 CRPs per batch. (send schedule to H.O by
mail) 1

2. CRPs are to be fixed one pér 100 street vendors and survey is to be conducted by forming team
of two CRPs.

3. CRP has to help the DEO in filling the data format online.

4. Payment of honorarium of Rs. 5/- for filling of one street vendor survey format and Rs.3/- per
format for online data entry.

5. The Project Directors are ré‘quested to print the sufficient forms required for survey in advance.

6. The following persons to take up random check to assure the quality of survey in coordination
with Municipal Commissioners (DRP —10%, TMC- 5%, DMC (LH)-2% and MC — 1% random
check). ;

7. Finally the data entry of the‘ formats along with the uploading of relevant documents.

8. DRP-LH services can be utiI}ized for 2 days in small ULBs (below 50000 population) and 3-4 days
in large ULBs (above 50000).

9. The payment of honorariunﬁ to DRPs is as per project norms along with TA wherever applicable.

10. The payment to CRPs/DRPs is to be met from Street Vending funds under NULM for NULM

towns and other ULBs payn%nent is to be made from funds already released for this purpose.

The Project Director concerned will be the overall coordinator of the programme at the District
level with assistance from Assistant District Mission Coordinator (LH).

The Project Directors of MEPMA are directed to have regular interaction with the Municipal
Commissioners and monitor the progress of the programme as survey and registration work of street
vendors has to be completed by 15" July 2014.
