Section I - Invitation to Empanelment
Mission for Elimination of Poverty in Municipal Areas (MEPMA), is an organization under MA&UD department, Govt. of A.P - established for implementing the schemes related to elimination of poverty in urban areas. MEPMA intends to empanel agencies with requisite experience and capabilities, for giving their services in establishment of Service Centers through which  the manpower services for plumbing, electrical work, painting, cooking, driving, carpentry etc., will be provided to the citizens of the Municipalities / Municipal corporations (Urban Local Bodies - ULBs). 
In this regard, MEPMA invites bids from interested parties for the Empanelment of the agencies for a period of 3 Years subject to the performance. 

Bidders may take note of the following:

a) The empanelled agency has to establish the service center with the support of the Community Based Organizations and should work in coordination with the commissioner of the Municipality. 
b) This Request for Proposal document is invited for, to short list the eligible agencies for allotment of ULBs (category wise depending up on the population) with the partnership of local CBOs.
b)  MEPMA will only facilitate to provide Infrastructure through SLFs/TLFs and no direct payment shall be made to the agencies by MEPMA. They have to devise and propose revenue sharing arrangement with SLFs/TLFs.  
c)  To be considered for empanelment process bidders should submit their bids in

Section II- Background and Scope of Work 

Back Ground:

MEPMA strongly believes/assumes that “People have potential to come out of poverty provided that the potential is harnessed by organizing them into Self Help Groups (SHGs) and facilitating them to form into federations and the timely facilitation and capacity building given by expert Agencies/ institutions” and thus forming a strong Community Based Organizations (CBOs) network in all the ULBs.

The Service seekers who are citizens living in the individual homes/apartments/business or small business establishments in ULBs are facing problems in identification of qualified technicians for fixing of all kinds of electrical & electronic equipment, plumbing, sanitary, furniture and  their repairs and identification of engaging manpower required for their day to day needs.  
There by, they are frequently in search of service providers like Electricians, Plumbers, Masons, Carpenters, and AC & Fridge mechanic, TV/DVD repair technician, paper venders, scrap vendors, gas stove repairers, painters, drivers, cooks etc. They may also need house maids, nurses or gardeners at times. Hence a common platform (Service center) is planned to fulfill their requirements from which they can obtain these service providers.  

In this regard, MEPMA planned to establish such Service Centers through SHG/SLF/TLF wherein they register “Service Providers” who are members of SHG families and send them for providing such Services to Service Seekers in the respective areas. 
Thus, MEPMA intends to empower SHG women by helping them by way of setting up a self-sustainable Service Center business platform by which they will be able to offer livelihood opportunities for the technicians in their community. 
Hence, MEPMA felt that Consultancy services are required to facilitate the SHGs/SLFs/TLFs in establishing and managing the Service center.
Scope of Work
· Town wide Market scanning to assess service requirements in coordination with the district project management units of MEPMA (DPMUs) / Town administration of  various line departments like Municipal, Electricity / other organizations. 
·  To identify skilled persons who will work as Service Providers. 

· To Assess the Skills possessed by Service Providers through reputed organizations.
· To Provide employment  opportunities for the trained urban youth to work in the service centers as Supervisors and call center executives with special focus on Women, SC, ST, BC & Minorities, BPL, PWDs. 
· To provide technology, training, processes, systems, project management, process management and compliance expertise and services to SHG on franchise model. 

· Annual Maintenance Contract (AMC) for the IT infrastructure.

· The following Services are recommended initially: Electrician, Plumber, Carpenter, Driver, AC & Fridge Mechanic and Painter. Based on the demand, many more Services can be added to the list of services offered by the Service Center. Bidders are invited to suggest list of Services that can be offered through the Service Centers    

Section III- Instructions to bidders


In order to be considered for empanelment, bidders should submit their bids conforming to the following instructions.
3.1 Eligibility


3.1.1 Entities eligible to bid for the empanelment for the ‘Service Center’ shall be any Registered Proprietorship / Partnership Firms / Private Limited / Public Limited Company / Registered Society / Trust / Association / Trade Body, satisfying the qualification criteria set out in section IV of this RFP.

3.1.2 The Bidder shall be a single entity. No Consortium will be permitted. However existing Joint ventures who meet the above mentioned minimum eligibility criteria as an entity shall be permitted. 

3.1.3 Depending up on the population, all the 182 ULBs are divided in to 2 categories as Category 1: 3 to 10.00Lakh and above; Category 2: Between 1.00 to 3.00 Lakhs;. Bidders have the option to submit their commercial bids for one or two Categories depending up on their eligibility as per criteria set out in this document. List of Category wise ULBs are attached with this RFP as ANNEXURE
3.2 Procedure for submission of bids
3.2.1 It shall be deemed that the bid has been submitted by the bidders after a careful examination and full understanding of its implications.

3.2.2 The bids should be received in one large envelope (the Bid cover) which should be super scribed with the words “Request for Proposal of  Agencies for Establishment of Service centers in Various ULBs” by bidders applying for empanelment for  agencies. The bid cover should also clearly indicate the Name, address, telephone number, Email-ID and fax number of the bidder. The bid cover should contain the following two envelopes:
ENVELOPE - A  (Prequalification and Technical proposal) : 
This envelope should be sealed and superscripted “Prequalification and Technical proposal- Request for Proposal of  Agencies for Establishment of Service centers in Various ULBs”. This envelope should contain the 1) Pre qualification and Technical proposal duly bound with all supporting documents 2) The total bid document signed on each page 3) Bid processing fee & EMD for the RFP.
Pre qualification and Technical proposal shall comprise and conform to the following Standard forms:

This envelope should be sealed and superscripted “Commercial bid- Request for Proposal of  Agencies for Establishment of Service centers in Various ULBs”. This envelope should contain the Commercial bid marked as ‘ORIGINAL’ containing all the Documents comprising the Commercial bid as per standard form (separate covers shall be submitted in case bidder willing to participate in more than 1 category of ULBs)
Commercial proposal shall comprise and conform to the following Standard forms:

3.2.3   Prequalification bid containing commercial information shall be declared non- 

            Responsive and shall be rejected.

3.2.4   Last date and time for receipt of bids: The bids should be addressed to the Addressee and should be received at the Address by the date and time stipulated in Schedule1 of Section I. Bids received after the stipulated date and time will not be opened and will be returned unopened.
3.2.5 Pre bid conference: The pre bid conference shall be held at the time and on the date prescribed in Schedule1. A bidder seeking any clarification should attend the pre bid conference.
3.3 Earnest Money Deposit (EMD):
3.3.1 Bidders are required to pay Rs.10, 000 (INR) towards Earnest Money Ddeposit in the form of a Demand Draft/Bankers’ cheque drawn in favor of “The mission director, MEPMA” payable at Hyderabad.  In case EMD is not enclosed in the bid, the bid will be summarily rejected and will not be considered for further evaluation. No interest shall be payable on the sum deposited as EMD.
3.3.2 The EMD of the unsuccessful bidders (bidders who fail to qualify in the bid evaluation process described in Section V below) shall be returned after completion of the empanelment process. EMD of the successful bidders will be returned along with the work order/MOA.
3.3.3 The EMD shall be forfeited, if the bidder withdraws or modifies/alters the bid after the opening of bids and during the validity period or if the bidder tries to influence the evaluation process. The EMD shall also be forfeited if the bidder quotes zero or incredibly low or rates compared to the industry prevalent rates. MEPMA’s view on this matter shall be final and binding on all Bidders.
3.4 Process of empanelment: 

3.4.1 The empanelment of agencies shall follow a three stage process
Stage 1: Prequalification. The bidders to this RFP should meet the prequalification criteria as set out in Para -4.1of Section IV.

Stage 2: Technical evaluation as described under Para 4.2 of Section IV.
Stage 3 :  Commercial bid opening and empanelment: Commercial bids of only those bidders qualifying in  Stage  2  and  meet  the  minimum  technical  points shall  be  Opened  as  per  the  Commercial  bid evaluation criteria set out in Para 4.3 of Section IV.
3.4.2 During  prequalification  and  technical  evaluation  of  bids,  MEPMA,  may  at  its  discretion,  seek clarifications from the bidders on their bids and the bidders are required to respond within the time frame prescribed by MEPMA
3.4.3 At any time prior to the prescribed last date for receipt of bids, MEPMA reserves the right to modify the RFP. The amendments and modifications to the RFP shall be notified on the MEPMA website, which shall be binding on the bidders. Bidders are requested to frequently visit the website for updates, if any.

3.5   Validity period of the bid: The bid should be valid for 90 days from the last date of submission of the bids. 
Section IV - Evaluation criteria and Empanelment
4.1 Prequalification criteria
Bidders are expected to meet the following prequalification criteria. Bidders failing to either meet these criteria or not furnishing the requisite supporting documents/documentary evidence is liable to be summarily rejected. MEPMA shall evaluate the prequalification proposal with reference to the information contained in Standard Form PRE- QUAL FORM 2 and other supporting documents furnished. 
1. The bidder should be a registered body under Indian Society Act / Indian religious and Charitable Act / Indian Trust Act / Indian Company Registration Act with their registration office in India for the Last 5 years (Copy of the registration certificate) 2. Copy of Income Tax Pan Number shall be submitted as supporting documents)
2. The Annual turnover of Bidder shall be minimum of following for any one year in the past 3 years
a.  For Category 1 ULBs : Rs. 100 lakhs ; b. For Category 2 ULBs : Rs. 50 lakhs;

The minimum technical cut-off marks to qualify in the Category 1 are 60; Category 2 is 50; 
4.3 Commercial bid opening and empanelment
4.3.1 MEPMA shall evaluate the Commercial bids with reference to the information provided in the Standard Form COM FORM 2 under all 2 Categories separately by the bidders on their choice. For each Category, the Commercial bids of only those bidders who qualify in the Pre-qualification and the Technical Evaluation shall be opened. For each category, the bid containing the lowest

‘Percentage share’ (as per COM FORM 2) shall be declared as the lowest evaluated commercial bid for Consultancy (L1) for that Category. 
4.3.2 ‘Percentage share’ is the share which is taken by the empanelled agency from the TLF/SLF (owner of the center) after deducting the annual expenditure from the income i.e., net income, accrued by the service center during the financial year.  The percentage share of profit will be considered from the 6th month of establishing the center. 
4.3.2 For this purpose the bidder shall estimate expenditure of the Service Center based on the demand for the services and the number of service seekers available in respective categories. The percentage share of the bidder may differ based on the category. For this purpose a model estimate is attached with this RFP at COM FORM 2 A , where in it is given that who has to bear which expenditure . Bidders may suggest any additional items in COM FORM 2A  
4.3.3 Accordingly bidder shall work out their competitive offer in COM FORM 2 which only be considered for commercial evaluation. 

4.3.4 The rates quoted by the L1 bidder shall be accepted as the tender rates for empanelment of agency. In order to create a panel, the other technically qualified bidders shall have to match the tender rate for Consultancy (the L1 rates as per COM FORM 2). All the technically qualified bidders who match the tender rates for the proposed service shall be declared as qualified for empanelled agency. 
4.3.5 Upon completion of the RFP process, the MEPMA shall compile a database of all the eligible and qualified Consultants under Category 1 and 2, indicating the “Percentage share” as finalized in this RFP, which shall be communicated to all the eligible and qualified agencies.

 Section V: Terms and Conditions

1. The bidder should be registered firm.  
2. Disqualification - MEPMA may at its sole discretion and any time during the evaluation process disqualify any bidder, if the bidder:

a. Makes misleading or false representation in the forms, statements and attachments submitted in proof of the statements or eligibility criteria.
b. Exhibits a record of poor performance such as abandoning work, not completing the contractual obligations, inordinately delaying completion or financial failures, etc in any project in the preceding three years.

c. Submits a bid that is not accompanied by required documentation or is non-responsive.

d. Fails to provide clarifications related to the bid, when sought.
e. Is declared ineligible by the Government of India/ State/Union Territory Government for corrupt and fraudulent practices.

3. The empanelment shall initially be for a period of three years subject to performance and on mutually agreed terms.
4. The ‘Percentage share’ (as finalized in empanelment process) of the Firms/Companies that are empanelled shall be firm and remain valid during the period of empanelment
5. Empanelled agencies are allotted with one or more ULBs as and when the SLFs/ TLFs are ready to establish a service center in that (those) ULB/s , category wise, based on the number of agencies qualified and on their choice with mutual understanding between the agencies and MEPMA (or) lottery system (or) any other process as acceptable by all at the time of issue of work order by MEPMA. 
6. MEPMA shall not pay any remuneration / any payment to the empanelled agencies.

7. MEPMA shall facilitate in providing infrastructure as agreed in the work order, through SLFs/TLFs in the particular ULBs through PDs of DPMUs of MEPMA located in each district.

8. MEPMA shall facilitate in entering an agreement/MOA by the empanelled agency and the local SLFS/TLFs of respective ULBs.

9. Termination of empanelment: MEPMA may at any time terminate the empanelment by giving a written notice to the firm/company without any compensation if the empanelled firm/company becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent or in case of dissolution of the firm or winding up of the company, provided that such termination will not prejudice or effect any right of action or remedy, which has accrued thereafter to MEPMA. The empanelment shall also be terminated in case of breach of any of the terms and conditions of empanelment.

10. No Claims: The empanelled firm/company shall not be entitled to make any claim, whatsoever, against  MEPMA under or by virtue of or arising out of the empanelment nor will the MEPMA entertain or consider any such claim related to  the jobs or of the persons engaged / involved  in the assignment.

11. Confidentiality: The empanelled firm/company and their personnel shall not, either during the term or after expiration of this empanelment, disclose any proprietary or confidential information relating to the services, contract or business or operations, without the prior written consent of the MEPMA.
