          It is to inform that , DPMU units were provided  with 2 computers for enabling to upload the data of MEPMA activities . 3 district functional specialists, 4-5 Jr Specialists are working in DPMU units.  They are taking   up several activities of MEPMA and with a view to enable IB and Banking specialists  for coordinating the various activities with ULB units and also to continuously monitor the data updation pertaining to their activities , it is now proposed to provide one computer with printer , UPS and other accessories at DPMU unit . It is proposed to  provide one additional computers to TLFs @ one per TLF in addition to one computer in MPCRCs. Similarly in ULBs, two computers are provided, out of which one is utilized for MEPMA activities and other for ULB activities . As programmes of Stheenidhi, VLR  have got added , lot of data need to be updated at ULB level on continuous basis. Hence it is proposed to give additional computer to TLFs. TLF RPs and OB members would be given further trainings on accessing the data and other aspects like Sthreenidhi  at District/State level . 

2. Sanction is hereby accorded for release of an amount of Rs 118.50  lakhs  (Rupees one Crore eighteen lakhs fifty thousands only  ) under IEC component  – of SJSRY towards purchase  of computers and other accessories to CBOs .
