O R D E R:

           It is to inform that, vide ref.1st cited above all the PDs were already instructed to facilitate to identify  the Community Resource Persons to deal with the social issues in slums , gender coordination committee at town with the officers representing from various departments and district level. Accordingly social action CRPs were identified town wise in all the districts and now it is proposed to impart trainings for all social action CRPs at district level covering all the towns @ 12 days in two phases and also to impart intensive training for 24 days in 4 phases in one town of each district. The Social action subcommittee at TLF would review the functioning of the above CRPs during their meetings .

4.The Project Directors shall  utilize the amount sanctioned under UCDN component – capacity building programmes  as per the guidelines of SJSRY and instructions issued by Government from time to time and submit the Utilization Certificate in the prescribed format immediately after utilization  to the Mission Director, IKP Urban. The Project Directors of the districts are requested not to divert the sanctioned amount for any other purpose or any other Component of SJSRY.

5.The Finance Manager is authorized to draw and issue cheques for Rs Rs 17.76 lakhs (Rupees Seventeen lakhs seventy six thousands only ) under UCDN component  –  capacity building funds under UCDN component    as mentioned above in favour of the Project Directors, MEPMA as mentioned in para 2 above, through E-transfer.

6.PDs shall ensure that they 

· Take care of providing food & accommodation to the above trainings and 

· Mobilization of Social action CRPs as per the schedule with the support of IB specialist

· Attend for the trainings while it is going on and 

· Ensure that COs/TMCs also would attend for the training at least for one day .

· COs/TMCs and TPrOs shall ensure proper follow up action plan by the social action CRPs during the gap period between 1st and 2nd phase . IB Specialist shall facilitate the above aspect.

· The material is distributed to the participants in time.

· Trainings would run smoothly as per the schedule enclosed to this letter.

· Timely release of funds towards food & accommodation, travel of the participants and other miscellaneous expenditure. 

· In case of any lapses on part of the trainings, they shall intimate to this office immediately.
