2. Rachabanda Phase-III comprehensive Guidelines.
***

I invite your attention to the references cited, wherein Governemnt has issued comprehensive Guidelines for implementation of Rachabanda Programmes Phase-III from 11-11-2013 to 26-11-2013 and requested to take immediate action by following the guidelines scrupulously.  

Further the Government has instructed to take up following activities in Urban through the 3 member committee nominated by the District In-charge Minister or by the  Chairman  GOM on Rachabanda in case of non availability of District In-charge Minister. The following activity is identified as one of the  thrust area.
“Distribution of Certificates Bangaru Talli certificates in Urban areas”
In this connection the PDs shall ensure that District / ULB wise eligible beneficiaries list shall be finalized and to see that eligible beneficiary must be present at time of distribution  of certificates.
The details of the list of eligible beneficiaries along with the certificates  shall be sent to the  respective District Collectors Office one day before the scheduled programme of Rachabanda.
The Municipal Commissioners and other officers together with the committee  shall present at the time of distribution  of the certificates. 
The programme shall be organized under the leadership of Municipal Commissioner.

COMPREHENSIVE GUIDELINES

(11th Nov. 2013 to 26th Nov. 2013)
Inspired by the overwhelming response from the people during the last two Rachabanda initiatives, the Government have decided to conduct 3rd round of Rachabanda programme from 11th to 26th November 2013 in the entire state with an intention to have direct interaction with all the sections of people particularly the farmers, agricultural labourers and weaker sections of the society. The main thrust of the Rachabanda-III programme will be distribution of benefits to all the eligible beneficiaries identified as on 24-10-2013. The Rachabanda III Programme would be held across the state at all the Mandal head quarters/Municipalities/Municipal Corporations. The asset/benefit distribution will be done at respective Mandal Head quarters/ Municipalities/ Municipal Corporations in consultation with district in-charge Minister.  

The following guidelines are issued for effective implementation of the programme. 


The thrust areas identified for Rachabanda-III are as follows.  

1. Distribution of Ration Cards (17.94 lakhs)

2. Distribution of Pensions and certificates 
3. Distribution of sanction orders to all the identified beneficiaries under Housing (13.65 lakhs)
4. Indiramma Kalalu - Laying of foundation stones
5. Payment of Electricity Arrears for SC House Holds–4.98 lakhs
6. Payment of Electricity Arrears for ST House Holds -5.15 lakhs

Proposed benefit distribution during Rachabanda-III:

Ration Cards
· In all about 17.94 lakh new ration cards are likely to be issued during      Rachabanda III  programme 
· Distribution of 16.08 lakhs new Ration Cards to the identified beneficiaries against all the     applications received and found eligible as on 24-10-13. 
· 1.86 lakhs new Ration Cards to be issued for the requests received for splitting of Ration Cards as on 24-10-13.
· New coupons to be issued for 7 months starting from December,2013 to June 2014. Ration will be made available to all the beneficiaries from December onwards. 
Pensions 

1 a) Distribution of Pensions (6.66 lakhs) to identified beneficiaries by Rural Development.
b) Distribution of Pensions (1.05 lakhs) to identified disabled beneficiaries by Rural Development.
c) Distribution of Pensions (84,113) to identified 20% to 39% disabled beneficiaries by Rural Development Department.

d) Distribution of Certificates Bangaruthalli (0.50 lakhs)

e) Family Benefit Fund (0.20 lakhs) to identified eligible beneficiaries by Rural Development Department.

2 Distribution of sanction orders under Housing (13.65 lakhs) to identified eligible beneficiaries by Housing Department

3 Payment of Electricity Arrears to SCs (4.98 lakhs) and STs (2.86 lakhs) eligible house holds identified by Social Welfare Department and Tribal Welfare Department respectively.


The numbers mentioned above against the priority items are tentative and likely to undergo change during the course of the Rachabanda programme. The district-wise eligible beneficiaries list will be provided by the concerned departments.

Schedule of Rachabanda - III: 

· Rachabanda-III is scheduled to be held from 11th to 26th November, 2013 covering all the mandals in the State.
· Hon’ble C.M. will inaugurate the programme on 11th November, 2013.
Detailed guidelines:
1. The District Collectors are instructed to give wide publicity through flexies, pamphlets etc. duly directing the DPRO for making this prestigious programme a successful endeavor.
2. Hon’ble Chief Minister would make visits to the Districts during the programme.
3. Hon’ble Ministers would make visits to the mandals in their          in-charge districts and in their own districts as extensively as possible.
4. The District Collector shall hold a meeting with people’s representatives and concerned District Officials under the Chairmanship of District in-charge Minister to plan and finalize the schedule of the programme in the district under “Rachabanda-III.  The programme shall be confined to the agenda items only with focused attention. In the absence of District-in-charge Minister, the Rachabanda-III programme may be finalized in consultation with the District Ministers concerned.
5. District level officials comprising PD DRDA, DM (Housing), District Supply Officer, District Social Welfare Officer, District Tribal Welfare Officer may take necessary action to see that the eligible beneficiary must be present at the time of distribution of assets/ benefits and ensure that the proper lists are sent to mandals concerned.
6. The District Collector shall constitute Mandal Level Committees consisting of three members (One Sarpanch from the Mandal, one woman representative and one other member) to participate along with the Mandal Team for implementation of Rachabanda-III programme in the mandal. 

7. The Sarpanch and other two members including one women representative of the Mandal Level Committee will be nominated by the District-in-charge Minister. In the absence of District-in-charge Minister, the Chairman, GoM on Rachabanda will nominate the members of the Mandal Level Committee.
8. In case of Urban (Municipal) areas, District in charge Minster will nominate all the three members of the Committee. In the absence of District-in-charge Minister, the Chairman, GoM on Rachabanda will nominate all the three members of the committee. 
9. The District Collectors shall constitute the Mandal Level Committees by 6-11-2013 for smooth conduct of Rachabanda-III programme.
10. Team comprising MPDO (Rural)/Municipal Commissioner (Urban), Tahsildar (MRO), APO of DWMA, DRDA/IKP functionary, AE (Housing), AE (Electricity) and other concerned officials together with the Mandal Level Committee will be present at the time of distribution of assets/benefits at the mandal head quarters. The programme shall be organized under the leadership of Mandal Development Officer(Rural areas)/Municipal Commissioner(Urban areas)

11. The District Collector shall make arrangements for issue of identification slip in advance by the concerned department to all the identified   beneficiaries. Only such slip holders are to be transported to Mandal Head -Quarters where Rachabanda - III   programme will be held.

12. Any financial requirement to fulfill the grievances or any assurances given during the programme will generally be met from the regular budgets of the respective departments only.

13. All the teams shall furnish information in prescribed formats by the same evening to the District Collector on the same day.

14. All the District Collectors shall make arrangements for providing the Gram Panchayat-wise information in the web site (http://cmo.ap.gov.in:8080/PMS) developed for the purpose, by the end of the day.  This includes daily status report on the identified areas.

15. The District Collectors shall make arrangements for reporting any untoward incidents happened / any disruption of meetings / adverse media reports along with specific reasons, immediately to the Planning Department.  ‘No report’ from a particular District Collector would imply that things are normal.

16. The District Collector shall make arrangements to organize Kalajatas in all the Mandals before the beginning of Rachabanda-III programme duly announcing the details of distribution of Benefits/Assets of that mandal during the programme. The District Collector shall co-ordinate with the I & PR Dept., 
17. The District Collector shall instruct the District Officials of Social Welfare and Tribal Welfare Departments to furnish the number of works and the amount sanctioned under Indiramma Kalalu programme in the Mandal to the District-in-charge Minister/ District Minister/MLAs/MLCs and other people’s representatives participating in the Rachabanda-III programme.

18. The District Collectors shall instruct the mandal team to collect all the applications from the persons seeking disability certificates during the Rachabanda-III programme. The applications will be assessed by a scientific method under SADAREM. The categories of applicants can be those:                                                                                                                   

a. Who are yet to get assessed under SADAREM. 

b. Who are suffering with severe disability and require assessment at their homes.

c. Who require any changes in the certificates already issued.

d. Who have not received the certificates so far even after assessment.

e. Who require renewal of temporary certificates issued to them.

19. RD department in consultation with Health, Medial  & Family Welfare Department is  constituting 125 medical boards (41 existing at present) for determining the  percentage of disability in order to complete the assessment of  the disabled applicants in the State before 31-12-2013.  
  (Rural Development Dept., & Health,Medical & Family Wel.Dept. will issue  necessary instructions)

20. The District Collectors shall take up a drive  by constituting a team of officers at Mandal level for certification of Age and to modify the same in the Ration Cards for enabling them to apply for Old Age pensions..
   (Commissioner, Civil Supplies Dept.,  will issue necessary instructions)

21. The District Collector shall chalk out a plan such that the committee will sit for two days per week,  preferably on grievance redressal day and any other day in the week.
